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and large breaches have exposed the adjacent marsh to increased water exchange and rapid salinity changes.





To re-establish a hydrologic barrier separating these fragile, organic marshes from excessive wave energy, water level fluctuations and saltwater intrusion form the Barataria Waterway, the USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) and its project partners rebuilt the west bank of Dupre Cut.





A total of 15, 751 linear feet of foreshore rock (riprap) embankment was constructed, including 9,924 feet by NRCS and CWPPRA, and 5,827 feet by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. In addition, the project replaced one timber weir with a pair of variable-crested weir inlets with attached corrugated aluminum pipes. This rock dike will protect the adjacent marshes from unnatural water exchange and subsequent erosion.





Future plans for this area of Barataria Basin include the CWPPR/NRCS projects, “Barataria Bay Waterway East Bank Protection” and “Barataria Land Bridge Protection.”





Project Facts





The project area lies in lower Jefferson Parish encompassing approximately 2,200 acres of brackish marsh and open water habitat. Between 1956 and 1990,  the project area lost nearly 1,400 acres of emergent marsh to open water. The banks of the Dupre Cut portion of Barataria Waterway  have  deteriorated  considerably, 
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
