The Technical Committee accepted the RPT ranking of strategies.

They categorized each strategy as being appropriate for funding under WRDA, CWPPRA or some other authority.

They chose to select three strategies in this basin.

They selected Strategy # 8 because it would preserve habitat diversity and was the highest priority for local interests.

Strategy #11 cannot be done under CWPPRA; it requires coordination with the state of Texas.

Strategies #10 and #12 are so expensive that they must be done under WRDA.

They selected Strategy #6 because they felt that there was a significant opportunity for beneficial use in this basin.

They did not select maintenance of shoreline integrity because they believed that Strategy #13 provided a partial solution of a major problem in the Sabine Basin at a fairly low cost.
