The Technical Committee accepted the RPT ranking of strategies.

They categorized each strategy as being appropriate for funding under WRDA, CWPPRA or both.  They determined that dedicated dredging could also be done under other authorities such as Sections 204 or 1135.

They chose to select three strategies in this basin.

They selected Strategy # 4;it should solve one of the major problems in the basin and it was the highest priority for local interests 

They selected Strategy #8 because it should preserve habitat diversity and it was a high priority for local interests 

They chose not to select Strategy #6 and to select Strategy #16 because local interests felt that stabilization of the shorelines of the lakes was very important.
